What’s Happening in Fourth grade this week? 

Reading: We begin reading the wonderful full-literature chapter book: Because of Winn-Dixie 

Spelling: Unit 15 – Silent Consonants; Complex Consonants; plus 5 Challenge Words  

Vocabulary:  Unit 15 – Words from foreign languages 

Social  Studies:  Life at the California missions; natives revolt; Californios and life on the ranchos 

Science: How changes in air, land, and water can affect plants and animals: protecting the environment; how living things become endangered
